News Flash from Chamber Choice:TheChi | dr enés Health I nsurance Progr
(CHIPRA) of 2009 requires an employer that maintains a group health plan in a state that provides medical
assistance under a state Medicaid Plan or child health assistance under a State child health plan in the form of
premium assistance for the purchase of coverage under a group health plan, is required to make certain disclosure

Specifically, the employer is required to notify each employee of potential opportunities for premium assistance
under Medicaid and the Childrends Health I nsurance
or the employeebs dependent s. Empl oyers are requir
(1) the first day of the first plan year after February 4, 2010; or (2) May 1, 2010.
